Romans and Celts topic work
You can do the tasks in any order.  Please make sure you write the task number on / next to the work you produce. 
1. Make a list of objects that we would use now that the Romans used.
2. Draw a picture of a scene from the Roman times e.g. a Roman banquet, a chariot race, a Roman household. Write a caption to go with it. 
3. Write a short newspaper article announcing the invasion of Britain. 
4. Write a diary entry from someone in a British village, which gets taken over by the Romans.

5. Find a Roman recipe. Make the recipe and take a photo to show your creation. 

6. Make a 3D object from Roman times, such as a shield, a Roman house, a Celtic house.

7. Imagine you are a child in a rich Roman house – write a diary entry describing your day.

8. Imagine you are a child in a poor Roman house – write a diary entry describing your day.  

9. Design an outfit for a slave to wear in the Roman times.

10. Design an outfit for a rich person to wear in Roman times.
11. Create a job advert for someone to work as a slave in a Roman villa. 
12. Design a Roman flag using images of Roman objects. 

13. Create your own Roman god. Decide what they would be the god of, how people might worship him or her, and draw a picture to match. 
14. Make and write a postcard sent from the modern city of Rome. 

15. Research ancient Roman foods and use these to design a menu for a Roman café. 
16. Imagine you are living in Roman times. Write a paragraph describing three things you would like about living in that time and three things you don’t think you would like. Remember to say why.

17. Research why the Romans left Britain after so many years and produce a timeline so show the events leading to the departure of the Romans and what year they happened.

18. Produce a storyboard about Boudicca’s revolt against the Roman invasion
19. Write a speech, as Boudicca, convincing other tribes to join you in defending the country from the Roman invasion

20. Produce an informative, factual poster about why the Romans left Britain in 388-400AD
