Visit to Eastnor Castle – Wednesday 8th November 2017  

Our upcoming topic for after half term is called ‘Through the Keyhole’. We will be exploring the homes of the Tudors 

and comparing Queen Elizabeth I with Queen Elizabeth II. We are very excited to be visiting Eastnor Castle as part of 

this topic, on Wednesday 8th November.
