Houses of Parliament  A big building in London where people make rules for the country 

Remembrance Thinking about and saying thank you to people who helped us long ago 

veteran A veteran is someone who used to be a soldier 

soldier A soldier is a person who helps keep the country safe 

Diwali Diwali is a special Hindu festival where people light lamps and celebrate  

Rangoli  A pretty picture made on the floor using colours or flowers 

Mehndi  A design drawn on hands using a special brown paste 

festival A festival is a happy time when people celebrate together 

celebrate Celebrate means to do something fun because it is a special day 

Nativity  Nativity is the story about baby Jesus being born
